VENUE;

CLASSES;

The classes of rider catered for will be Expert, Intermediate, Novice, O/40+, Twin Shock, O/40, Youth A & B.

COURSE;

The course will be on private ground and provisionally 3 laps of 15 sections, but to be finalised on the day, There will be four routes (Exp, 50/50, Clubman & Non Championship Clubman Beg) the sections will be indicated by Begins and Ends cards and must be ridden in numerical order.

(NO PRACTISING BEFORE OR AFTER THE EVENT WILL BE ALLOWED)

MACHINES;

All machines must comply with the A.C.U. regulations and will be examined before the start of the event.

MARKING;

The marking will be the standard 0-1-2-3-5 run under the rules stated as TSR 22A in the A.C.U. handbook, ties will be decided by the most cleans, then ones etc, in that order.

Awards will be given to the winner and runner up in each class (minimum of 6 entries applies)
