Announcement: Seaton Delaval & District Motor Club will organise an open to centre trials event held under the National Sporting Code of the ACU, The Trials Standing Regulations of the ACU, the following Supplementary Regulations and any Final Instructions that may be issued specific to this meeting. In addition, the event will follow the guidelines contained within the current COVID 19 Trials Risk Assessment.

Eligibility: Open to all Riders within the North Eastern Centre with a current ACU Trials registration card or SACU Licence. No one day ACU licences are available.

Location: WARDS HILL,ROTHBURY, NORTHUMBERLAND NE65 8JW
Start Time: 11.00am start
Entries: Entry fee of £20.00 for Adults (Youth £10.00), all entries to be handled on a contactless basis, prior to the 2nd October. Entry confirmation will be emailed to riders who will then be given details on how to pay for their entry
NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED ON THE DAY.

Entry Limit: This event has a proposed limit of 80 entries.
Machines: Solos only, No sidecars, all must conform to ACU Standing Regulations.
Course: All on private land, no public roads, including a mixture of sections  to be ridden in order, over a set number of laps to be determined at the start. All sections will include start and end cards and will be clearly marked with flags. The trial will be observed according to TSR 22B ACU rules (Non-Stop). Ties to be resolved using most cleans, most 1’s etc. 
Classes: Adult, Youth and Conducted – with courses for Expert, Clubman and Easy (Easy suitable for pre 65 or twinshock) Separate course will be set out for the conducted riders
Results: Will be posted on Facebook, as well as Trials Central, within 7 days of the event.

General info: All riders under the age of 18 require a signed declaration of a parent or person with parental responsibility. 
Safety Procedures: You must not enter this event if you have any symptoms related to the COVID-19 virus – including (but not limited to) a fever, a new persistent cough or a change in or loss of taste or smell. If you develop symptoms after entering – please notify the secretary of the meeting via email or text message. You should not under any circumstances attend the Trial or its venue if this applies to you.

A - WHO CAN RIDE IN SEATON DELAVAL & DISTRICT MOTOR CLUB EVENTS WHILST UNDER COVID-19 RESTRICTIONS?

1. Only riders who have received an acceptance email for their entry and have made full payment and who also hold a current ACU Competition License can take part.

2. Under current ACU regulations riders can travel no more than 60 miles from their home address to an event. The address as shown on your Competition License is the starting point.

3. Riders must travel either individually or with members of their household to the event - transport cannot be shared between riders from different households.

4. RIDERS WHO ARE FEELING UNWELL OR HAVE ANY COVID 19 SYMPTOMS SHOULD NOT RIDE.

B – ENTERING EVENTS
1. Details of events will be posted on Facebook pages and Trials Central if available.
2. The email address for all Club Entries is seatondelavalmotorclub@gmail.com
3. Only electronic entries are accepted via the clubs email address. 
4. ACU membership numbers to be provided on entry forms; however, riders should still carry their ACU card as photographic identification which will be required before you ride.
5. Entries will not be accepted unless an ACU competition licence can be validated prior to entry.

6. All events, including practice sessions are booked as “Pre-Entry” with no “on the day” entry or day licences.
8. An entry limit for the Trial may be set and will be stated in the regs for the event. As soon as the entry limit is reached no further entries will be accepted. An email notification will advise ENTRY FULL.

9. If you enter an event and do not intend to ride, please notify the Club ASAP to enable your place to be reallocated. 

10.Riders will be sent a confirmation email of a succesful entry including their rider number. Numbers will be provided
11. Consider all potential risks before you enter an event and read the declarations you sign on the Entry and Signing On forms before you ride and especially this additional wording:

Covid-19 · I acknowledge the Organisers are operating this event in accordance with Government guidelines, advice, and instruction so as to minimise the risk to Competitors, Observers and Officials and the public from Covid-19. · By participating in this event, I will take all necessary steps to protect myself and others from the risk of infection. I agree to follow and abide by any instructions set down by the Organiser in an effort to minimise the risk of the Covid-19 virus. · I acknowledge and accept the underlying and unavoidable risk of infection from the Covid-19 virus

C - NON-RIDERS AND OBSERVERS

1.  Current ACU regulations now allow spectators at trials.

2. We must have in advance of any trial or practice the names of riders, officials and if applicable “observers” attending.
3. Observers will be fully briefed and are expected to abide by social distancing rules.

4. Section marking boards to be issued to each observer for their sole use only

5. Observers to place themselves in a safe position with the ability to remain a minimum of 2 meters from competitors.

6. Observer boards to be returned by the observer and placed in the dedicated area immediately after the trial.

7. Any non rider must not attend if they are unwell or show any symptoms of Covid-19.

8. Pre event course marking team to wear appropriate PPE whilst maintaining social distancing and plot a Covid-19 friendly route.
D - ON THE DAY

1. On the day of the Trial please park in a sensible position and leave two meters between vehicles. 

E - PAYMENT FOR THE EVENT/ SIGNING ON 
1. Payment for the event to be made by Bank Transfer only. No Cash to be handled on the day.                     Payment to be transferred to R Crinson  Sort Code 60-83-71 Account 12097320 indicating Surname and initial.
2. All entrants will receive a copy of the event supplementary regulations for the trial and a copy of Covid-19 Restrictions & Saftey Precautions.
3. The entry fee will take into consideration the cost of land, along with extra costs in place now
4. All riders to report to the signing on vehicle, where you will be required to register your attendance verbally and show your ACU membership card if requested. Social distancing at a minimum 2 meter distance to be adhered to at all times from the signing on vehicle and any other competitors - you will no longer need to physically “sign on”.
G - RIDING THE TRIAL

1. Only commence the trial once indicated to do so by an official, any new rules or important regulations will be passed to riders at this point.
2. There will be “orange arrows” to indicate the direction of travel. We will operate a strict one-way system.
3. Please do not skip sections, back track, or ride in the wrong direction, and maintian 2 meter distancing when waiting at a section.
4. Start times / start positions on the course may be staggered.

5. The sections will be marked on the side of caution and you should only attempt obstacles within your capability; however, accidents can still happen.

8. A maximum of three riders are allowed into a Section to inspect it at any one time. If possible, a one-way system will be established for the riders to walk through.  Social distancing measures to be adhered to at all times.

9. If you fall or have an incident give a ‘thumbs up’ to show you do not need assistance.
